Superintendent’s Report
Superintendent Lafortune gave a staff update on resignations.

The Superintendent noted that the Literacy positions for next year had been changed
to just Language Arts and not language arts/math. A job description was created
and the jobs have been posted.

The Dayton 5t and 6t grade student transition to Saco Middle School went
smoothly. The Superintendent thanked Rick and his staff for their assistance in
making the students feel comfortable and welcome at the school.

The Superintendent reported on “Good News” items from the schools:

Fairfield School had a playground and park pick-day in celebration of Earth Day on
April 25. They also held a Kindergarten Information session on May 5 which was

well attended. Kindergarten Screening will be held at Fairfield May 19 and 20,
The Fairfield PTO celebrated staff appreciation week with a breakfast on May oth
and are planning a lunch on May 12th,

C.K. Burns School hosted a Thornton Academy acknowledgement the morning of

May 10. There have been 32 volunteers for a total of 3,000 hours volunteered at the
school. TATV was also present and the acknowledgment will be broadcast.
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Representative Tom Allen spent time at Burns School May 9. Emma Langelier, a
fourth grade student in Mrs. Walton’s class was his page for the day. Emma gave
Representative Allen a tour of the school and moderated questions and answers.
She was selected for this honor through the Annual Silent Auction at Burns School.
5th grade students have been participating in the

Maine in Motion Program. They have currently logged 40,000 miles using
pedometers. Their steps are totaled and a point on the globe is pinpointed. This
utilizes both physical education and geography. Their mileage and location in the
world is announced everyday.

Young School PTO is pleased to announce the reactivation of the Feelin” Good
Mileage Club beginning the week of April 25", The course will consist of laps
around the building. One lap is approximately 1/8 of a mile. There will be parent
volunteers walking the course and monitoring the students. The program will run
every Wednesday and Friday during lunch recesses. Students can choose to walk

one or both days.

School. Rick Talbot stated he’s planning on having them until the end of the school
year.
